Campaign finance reform fails because it addresses only one way in which campaigns are corrupted, and because it does nothing to promote political initiatives from the people themselves. Any idea or any candidate that requires an expensive campaign for election or passage on a ballot will be vulnerable to attacks from financially powerful opposition. So long as elections are held from the top down, there will be no way for the will of the people to travel from the bottom up, campaign finance reform or no campaign finance reform. We must either re-think the question of how we hold elections or else abandon the United States Constitution and all pretense of being a democratic republic. Power Democracy promotes real democracy through the pyramid election system described in Principle Six of THE TEN PRINCIPLES OF DEMOCRACISM. Power Democracy is the only political program that has the moral courage to face these issues head on. If you agree that The U.S. Constitution is being overthrown by the power of big money, and if you read THE TEN PRINCIPLES OF DEMOCRACISM and find yourself in substantial agreement, are you not morally obligated to do your part to promote Power Democracy? Is there any other way to restore The Constitution and save The Republic?
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
